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ORDER

Upon motion of accused Sen. Antonio F. Trillanes,
1V, Capt. Gary C. Alejano, Ltsg. Eugene P. Gonzalez,
Ltsg. Andy G. Torrato, Ltig. Arturo S. Pascua, Jr.,
Capt. Segundino P. Orfiano, Jr., 1Lt. Billy S. Pascua,
Cpl. Clecarte D. Dahan, Pfc. Juanito S. Jilbury, Pfc.
Fmmanuel C. Tirador, Pfc. German M. Linde, Julius J.
Mesa, Cesarli Yasser T. Gonzales, Ltsg. James Layug,
Ltsg. Manuel G. Cabochan, 2Lt. Jonnell P. Sangalang,
Fns. Armand Pontejos and Brig. Gen. Danilo Lim to post
bail for their provisional liberty for the crime of
Rebellion, the court conducted a summary hearing for the
purpose of determining whether the evidence of thelr
gullt 1is strong. |

-~ The 3™ nmended Information charged the above-named
accused with the crime of Rebellion committed as
follows:

“That on or about 29 Novemper 2007 and sometime
prior and subsequent thereto, at around 10:00 AM, at
Makati City, and within the Jjurisdiction of this
Honorable Court, the above-named Accused together wlth
several other JOHN/JANE DOES whose present identities
and whereabouts are unknown, consplring and
confederating with each other, willfully, unlawfully and
feloniously, rise publicly and take arms against the
Philippine Government in order to deprive the Chief
Fxecutive or the Legislature, wholly or partially, of
any of their powers and prerogatives and ultimately To
topple the Government and replace it with a new
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government by  contumaciously walking out of the
proceedings of the Makati Regional Trial Court, Branch
148, taking to the streets of Makati City, marching,
while armed with high-powered firearms, such as
Armalite, Galil and M-14 Rifles, and exhorting the
people to join them, declaring that “WE ARE MAKING THE
STEP OF REMOVING PRESIDENT GLORIA ARROYO FROM THE
PRESIDENCY”, taking over the Manila Peninsula Hotel by
force and with the use of said high-powered firearms,
and establishing a command center in salid hotel, with
the purpose of depriving the President of  the
Philippines and the Legislature, wholly or partially, of
any of @ their powers or prerogatives, by making
statements and pronouncements on national television,
over radios and through other media, Chrough statements
read by accused B/Gen. Lim and Senator Trillanes, among
other accused, while surrounded by their COo-
conspirators, still armed with high-powered firearms and
some sporting red armbands with the MAGDALO insignia,
that they are “taking the fateful step of removing Mrs.
Gloria Macapagal-Arroyo from the Presidency and
undertake the formation of a new government” and by
calling on the members of the Armed Forces of the
Philippines, the Philippine National Police and the
people at large to join them and withdraw their
allegiance to the present government. Thereafter, the
above-named accused, still armed with high-powered
rifles, holed themselves inside the Manila Peninsula
Hotel for several hours while they were coordinating
with their other co-conspirators inside and outside the
said - hotel in furtherance of their aim to topple the
Government and continuously exhorting the People to join
them in their armed revolution and the establishment of
a new government.”

The prosecution presented Police Supt. FEduardo
Untalan, Police Senior Ins. Fernandoe Revyes, Maj. Pedro
Bedonia, Police Chief Insp. Editha Martinez, Police
Inspector Reynaldo de Guzman, Police Insp. Sandra Decena
Go, Police Senior Insp. Abrahamn Abayari, Police Chief
Insp. Victor Drapete, FErwin Rodriquez, P02 Alain Rican
Jeruta, P03 Roland Semacio and Esméralda F. Cafiez.

P/Supt. Eduardo Untalan testified that: he is the
Assistant Chief of ‘the Southern Police District,
Criminal Investigation and Detection Unit, NCR; while on
duty on November 29, 2007, he received instructions from
his immediate superior, P/SSUPT. Asher Dolina, to form a
team to 1nvestigate the 1incident in Branch 1438, RTC,
Makati City, whereby the accused led by Sen. Antonio
Trillanes, IV walked out from the courtroom during the
hearing of Crim. Case No. 03-2784 entitled People of the
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Philippines wvs. Capt. Nicko D. Maestrocampo, et al.:
when they reached the vicinity of the Makati City Hall
where Branch 148, RTC, Makati is located, he o}dered
Insp. Pedro Barzana to proceed to Branch 148; he staved
at the parking area adjacent to the old Makati City
Hall; he was informed by Insp. Barzana that the Magdalc
soldiers headed by Sen. Trillanes walked out from the
courtroom; he was also told that an Order finding the
Magdalo soldiers quilty of Direct Contempt and a Warrant
of Arrest were 1issued by Judge Oscar Pimentel (Exhibits
CAY,  “A-=17, M“A-27, “ZB7, "B-1"); while still in the
vicinity of the Makati City Hall, they received
information that the group of Sen. Trillanes marched in
the street heading towards Manila Peninsula Hotel: to
validate the information, they proceeded to the Manila
Peninsula Hotel; he saw the copies and read the contents
of the order and warrant of arrest issued by Judge Oscar
Pimentel which were showed to him by Senior Supt.
Dolina; he was ordered to report to NCRPO Director Gerry
Parias and conferred with him; he was instructed to
monitor the movements of the Magdalo group inside and
cutside the perimeter of the hotel; he noticed Sen.
Trillanes and Former Vice President Guingona talkin
cordially with Director Rarias: he also noticed the
presence ot persons wearing fatigue uniforms with red
patches on their left arms; two of them were carrying M-
16 armalite rifles while one was carrying an M-14 rifle;
there were also many civilians and mediamen who were
lnterviewing Sen. Trillanes and Vice-President Gulngona;
he noticed that the events inside the hotel were being
broadcast because of the presence of TV cameras and
microphones; there was a time when Gen. Lim was Jgiven a
microphone and heard him made an announcement; Gen Lim
read the contents of a piece of paper appealing to the
people to withdraw their. faith or belief from +the
present government and saw the crowd clapping their
hands including the members of the media; he advised one
of his men to get a copy of the paper read by Gen. Lim;
having secured a copy, he turned it over to Senior supt.
Dolina; after listening to the announcement made by Gen.
Lim, his team continued to monitor the Magdalo group
while Director Barias was talking with Sen. Trillanes:
at 3:00 o'clock 1in the afternoon, he noticed the
presence of soldiers from the Philippine Marines and
mempbers of the PNP Special Action Force approaching the
entrance of the hotel; he waited for the ground
commander to 1ssue the order fto enter the hotel after
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standoff failed to materialize; when the OSAF and The
Marines entered the hotel with the use of an Armored
personnel Carrier, he and his team stayed behind and
followed soon after to effect the arrest of the members
of the Magdalo group; the SAF and the Marines turned
~ver to him and his team Sen. Trillanes and the other
nenbers of the Magdalo group; thereatter, those arrested
were transferred to Camp Bagong Diwa for bookimg; when
fhe members of the Magdalo were at Camp Bagong Diwa,
they were initially booked for inciting to sedition
which was also the designated offense indlcated in the
approved discharge from detention of detainee Estela
Guingona (Exhibit “37); after booking the accused, they
were transported to the PNP Custodial Center 1n Canmp
Crame; the detained military men whom he <an still
identify are Gary Alejano and Segundino Orfiano Jr.; he
cvecuted his affidavit in connection with the incident
and arrest of the accused, he copied verbatim the
contents of the paper read by Gen. Lim (Exhibit YC7,
WOl to “C-67; Y17, “1-A”-defense);

Police Senior Inspector Fernando R. Reyes testified
that: he 1is the Deputy Chief of +he PNP, CIDG-NCR,
Western, Metro Manila, with office located along United
Nation Ave., Manila; while performing his dutles, he was
instructed by his immediate superior Police Supt.
Joaquin Aldo to form a team and proceed to Makati City
to conduct an investigation on the reported walk-out by
the group of accused Sen. Antonio F. Trillanes, 1V
during the hearing of theilr case at Branch 148, KIC,
Makati City; after forming his team, they proceeded T2
Makati: however, before reaching Makati City Hall, he
learned that the group of Sen. Trillanes was already at.
the Manila Peninsula Hotel prompting him and his team to
| proceed to the hotel; they positioned themselves at the
back of the hotel and secured the area together with
other elements of the PNP and Philippine Marines; he s5aw
Cen. Trillanes and his group but could mno longer
recognize them nor remember their faces because the
incident happened a long time ago; he noticed the
presence of members of the media and saw from a TV
screen mounted on the TV monitor of a TV statilon, the
events unfolding such as: a) Sen. Trillanes walking
towards the Manila Peninsula Hotel together with hils
group; and b) soldlers carrying firearms; he saw and
teard Sen.
